- Bow at the lower half of the bow
- Equal bow distribution between slurred eighth notes and UP bow eighth notes

- Check rhythms
- Don’t use too much bow with tied notes

- Make sure you are glissing to the correct pitch
- Practice pitches without gliss (release pressure on string when shifting), then add
glissando

- Check rhythm

- Don’t use too much bow on eighth notes
